I DO NO T WIS H t o tr y t o sti r u p me n t o wor k 
for Go d unti l the y ar e firs t saved , unti l the y 

have firs t accepte d salvatio n a s a  gift . A  ma n 
cannot wor k hi s way into Heaven . A  ma n can -
not eve n d o anythin g t o pleas e God , unti l h e 
has first  believe d i n Christ , an d accepte d sal -
vation throug h Him . Le t m e rea d fro m Gala -
tians 2:16 : "Knowin g tha t a  ma n i s no t justi -
fied b y th e work s o f th e law , bu t b y th e fait h 
of Jesu s Christ , eve n w e hav e believe d i n 
Jesus Christ , tha t w e migh t b e justifie d b y 
the fait h o f Christ , an d no t b y th e work s o f 
the law : fo r b y th e work s o f th e la w shal l n o 
flesh b e justified. " 

Then w e find  i n Roman s 4:4 : "No w t o hi m 
that worket h i s th e rewar d no t reckone d o f 
grace, bu t o f debt. " Bu t afte r w e ar e save d w e 
cannot hel p goin g t o work . I f a  ma n tell s m e 
he ha s bee n save d b y Christ , an d ye t ha s n o 
desire t o work fo r God , I  know i t i s a  spuriou s 
conversion; i t i s no t a  tru e salvation ; i t ha s 
not go t th e r ing o f Heave n i n it . 
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T h e firs t word s o f whic h w e hav e recor d 
that fel l fro m th e lip s o f Chris t o n eart h were : 
"Wist y e not tha t I  mus t b e abou t m y Father' s 
business?" Yo u wil l fin d to o tha t durin g Hi s 
ministry H e toile d earl y an d lat e i n th e work . 
A ma n ma y sa y h e ha s faith , bu t i f h e ha s no t 
works h e ha s onl y a  dea d faith . Yo u canno t 
have fait h withou t works ; yo u canno t hav e 
fire withou t heat . D o no t le t thes e me n tha t 
are no t willin g t o lif t thei r littl e fingers  t o 
help God' s caus e — do no t le t the m thin k the y 
are goin g t o Heave n onl y becaus e the y hav e 
a pe w i n church , an d criticiz e th e minister ; 
and i f a  ministe r touche s thei r conscienc e i n 
any guilt y spo t the y wan t t o ge t a  ne w on e — 
that ministe r doe s no t sui t them ! Thos e me n 
are deceivin g themselves . If a  ma n ha s no t 
got a  spiri t o f work , h e ha s no t go t th e spiri t 
of Chris t o r righteousness . T h e min d tha t 
has bee n bor n o f Go d i s no t i n tha t man . 

T H R E E KIND S O F FRUI T 

John 1 5 says : " I a m th e vine , y e ar e th e 
branches: H e tha t abidet h i n me , an d I  i n 
him, th e sam e bringet h fort h muc h fruit : fo r 
without m e y e ca n d o nothing. " Ther e ar e 
one o r tw o thing s i n thi s chapte r I  woul d cal l 
your attentio n to . It says , "fruit," "mor e fruit, " 
and "muc h fruit " —  three kinds ; ther e i s an -
other, "n o fruit. " I  believ e ther e i s a  goo d 
deal o f prunin g tha t woul d no t hav e t o b e 
done t o u s i f w e abide d i n Christ . H e tha t 
abides i n Chris t bring s fort h muc h fruit . 
But w e fal l of f an d ar e fickl e an d nee d prun -
ing, s o the n th e knif e mus t b e pu t in . T h e 
gardener mus t cli p hi s frui t tree s i f h e want s 
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them t o bear . S o Go d ha s t o prun e us . In -
stead o f ou r murmurin g an d complainin g 
about it , w e ough t t o g o t o wor k t o pu t fort h 
more ?.n d mor e fruit . Ho w man y hav e los t 
their children , an d afterwar d hav e gon e t o 
work earnestl y fo r th e firs t tim e fo r th e Lord ! 
Before the y los t thei r children , the y worke d 
and live d wholl y fo r them , spendin g al l thei r 
time t o accumulat e mone y fo r them . Go d 
took thei r childre n t o Hi m for . thei r ow n 
sake a s wel l a s fo r thei r parents ' sak e — to lif t 
them higher . N o on e wh o ha s rea d th e Scrip -
ture wil l sa y tha t i t doe s no t teac h u s t o work . 

EVERY BIBL E STUDEN T LOVE S T O W O R K 

T h e Wor d o f Go d inspire s u s t o work . Pau l 
said th e lov e o f Chris t constraine d him . Jere -
miah sai d th e Wor d o f Go d burne d i n hi s 
bones. H e fe d upo n i t an d i t wa s swee t t o 
his taste . If  a  ma n get s hi s hear t ful l o f th e 
Word o f God , h e i s no t the n intereste d jus t 
in on e littl e corne r o f th e vineyard , bu t h e 
will tak e a  wid e fiel d o f labo r an d interest . 
He wil l rejoic e t o hea r o f a  conversio n i n 
any an d ever y par t o f th e world . H e wil l b e 
glad t o hea r o f God' s wor k amon g al l denom -
inations o f Christian s —  amon g Baptists , 
among Methodists , amon g Presbyterians . T h e 
moment h e hear s th e Wor d o f Go d taught , 
he come s ou t o f th e sectaria n worl d an d i s 
interested t o hav e th e caus e o f Go d advance d 
in al l part s o f th e world . Hi s interes t i s no t 
confined t o th e prosperit y o f hi s ow n littl e 
sect, bu t i t goe s ou t towar d ever y goo d work . 

A ma n wa s take n sick , an d whil e h e la y 
there, someon e sen t hi m a  bunc h o f flowers. 
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H e sai d i f h e ha d know n ho w muc h goo d 
it woul d d o t o a  sic k man , h e woul d hav e 
sent som e whe n h e wa s well . A  grea t man y 
do no t kno w ho w muc h goo d the y ca n d o 
unt i l the y hav e bee n tried , an d hav e bee n 
tried t o thei r sorrow . I f w e wil l loo k aroun d 
us da y afte r day , w e wil l find  man y a  goo d 
thing t o do . W e ough t t o pra y ever y da y tha t 
we ma y wip e awa y tear s o f sufferin g fro m 
someone's fac e tha t ver y day . I f w e ar e go -
ing t o hel p th e poo r wido w an d thos e father -
less children , w e mus t d o i t now . Go d ha s 
sent u s her e t o mak e th e worl d brighte r an d 
better, an d t o hel p thos e tha t carr y burdens . 
Someone sai d th e worl d seeme d lik e tw o 
mountains —  a mountai n o f jo y an d a  moun -
tain o f sorro w — and i f ever y da y w e ca n tak e 
a littl e fro m th e mountai n o f sorro w t o th e 
mountain o f jo y w e migh t b e bette r an d d o 
better. "H e tha t waters , himsel f shal l b e 
watered." Ever y on e o f u s shoul d stud y ho w 
we ca n b e a  blessin g t o others . Thos e o f yo u 
who ar e goin g ' roun d wit h you r heart s sa d 
and cas t down , i f yo u g o t o wor k an d try . to 
help others , the n you r burden s wil l b e gon e 
and th e ligh t wil l shin e i n you r souls . 

A PECULIA R PEOPL E 

In Ti tu s 2:1 4 i t says : "Wh o gav e himsel f 
for us , tha t h e migh t redee m u s fro m al l in -
iquity, an d purif y unt o himsel f a  peculia r 
people, zealou s o f goo d works. " I  thin k w e 
do no t lik e t o b e considere d peculiar . W e ar e 
very muc h afrai d o f that . W e wan t t o b e lik e 
the world , an d mingl e wit h th e world , an d 
try t o b e lik e th e world , s o tha t peopl e won' t 
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consider u s peculiar . Peopl e d o no t lik e that . 
I hea r peopl e sa y sometimes , "Yes , sh e i s a 
good woman , but " —  with a  shru g o r a  grim -
ace — "she i s very peculiar. " "Yes , a  ver y goo d 
man— yes, oh , yes , bu t ver y peculiar. " I 
would jus t lik e t o mak e on e journe y aroun d 
the worl d t o se e i f I  coul d find  on e churc h 
made u p o f peculia r people . Tha t churc h 
would shak e th e whol e world . Tha t i s wha t 
we wan t —  peculiarity. 

Christ taugh t u s tha t H e wil l mak e u s a 
peculiar people , zealou s o f al l goo d works . 
T h e ver y thin g w e d o no t lik e i s th e ver y 
thing w e wan t today . Elija h wa s th e mos t 
peculiar ma n o f hi s day , bu t h e wa s wort h 
more tha n al l thos e on e hundre d thousan d 
people aroun d him . H e hel d th e key s of Heav -
en. H e coul d stan d befor e Ahab , an d hi s 
whole court , an d al l hi s fals e prophets . Go d 
was wit h him . Enoc h wa s th e mos t peculia r 
man tha t live d i n hi s day . I  suppos e the y al l 
pointed t o hi m an d said , "Yes , yes , a  goo d 
man, bu t ver y peculia r —  different fro m othe r 
people." 

Daniel wa s th e mos t peculia r ma n Babylo n 
ever had . If  w e coul d onl y hav e a  few peculia r 
people no w w e woul d se e wonderfu l results . 
If Go d ha s a  grea t wor k t o do , H e wil l cal l 
some peculia r ma n t o d o it . A  ma n wh o set s 
his bac k upo n th e world , an d set s hi s fac e 
like a  flin t towar d Heaven , i s a  ma n tha t i s 
peculiar, an d Go d ca n us e hi m an d spea k 
through him . 

A H E L P T O EVER Y GOO D WOR K 

T h e grea t troubl e wit h man y i s tha t w e 
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don't ge t ourselve s ou t o f sight . W e ough t 
to le t th e nam e o f Chris t b e kep t i n sight , 
and eve r watc h fo r Him , an d the n w e ar e 
ready t o wor k fo r th e Lor d i n an y position . 
Now tur n t o Ti tu s 3:8 : "Thi s i s a  faithfu l 
saying, an d thes e thing s I  wil l tha t tho u af -
firm constantly , tha t the y whic h hav e believe d 
in Go d migh t b e carefu l t o maintai n goo d 
works. Thes e thing s ar e goo d an d profitabl e 
unto men. " Now , i f I  understan d tha t portio n 
of Scripture , i t mean s tha t yo u ar e t o b e a 
help t o ever y goo d work , ever y goo d society . 
Don't say , " O God , bles s m y littl e field. " I s 
the Trac t Societ y a  goo d society ? I  believ e 
that i t is . Le t u s d o al l w e ca n t o kee p i t up , 
and I  hop e th e tim e i s coming , an d I  hop e 
I wil l liv e t o se e th e day , an d I  believ e I  will , 
when thes e wealth y me n wil l b e seekin g in -
vestments fo r th e Lor d a s the y d o fo r them -
selves. I t wil l d o perhap s fo r thes e ungodl y 
men t o accumulat e thes e millions , bu t whe n 
a ma n ha s bee n redeeme d b y th e preciou s 
blood o f th e Lam b an d i s jealou s o f goo d 
work I  thin k h e ough t t o b e seekin g som e 
investments fo r th e Lord . I s this societ y a goo d 
society? The n maintai n it . Kee p i t up . Loo k 
at th e societie s yo u hav e go t i n Ne w York , 
that ar e jus t bleedin g a t ever y pore , suffer -
ing fo r th e wan t o f money ; loo k a t th e 
churches saddle d wit h debt . Man y me n ar e 
not willin g t o ge t int o deb t themselves , bu t 
they wil l le t th e Lord' s wor k suffer . 

Says Paul : "B e carefu l tha t yo u maintai n 
good work. " Instea d o f cuttin g dow n mission -
aries i n a  foreig n land , I  thin k i t woul d b e 
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t e t t e r fo r u s t o cu t of f som e o f ou r ow n 
luxury. 

Hard time s ar e th e ver y bes t time s tha t 
could happe n t o th e church . I  don' t believ e 
we woul d hav e ha d suc h a  blessin g i n Ne w 
York i f i t ha d no t bee n fo r thes e har d times . 
When me n ge t thei r million s an d hoar d the m 
up, I  thin k i t i s th e ver y bes t thin g tha t ca n 
happen t o the m t o hav e th e Lor d com e an d 
take the m away , an d i f a  ma n maintain s thes e 
:good work s wit h hi s mone y h e wil l neve r los e 
it, bu t la y i t u p i n Heaven . Peopl e sa y 
that suc h a  ma n die d wort h s o man y millions . 
I t doesn' t mak e an y differenc e ho w muc h a 
man accumulates . H e can' t di e wort h any -
thing, fo r h e leave s i t here . H e i s no t wort h 
a penny ; an d so , i f yo u wan t t o sav e you r 
money, la y i t u p i n Heave n wher e thieve s 
cannot ge t hol d o f it . 

Make yourselve s ric h b y thu s investin g i n 
these goo d institutions ; maintai n goo d works ; 
keep you r Trac t Society , you r missions . 
Wouldn ' t i t b e a  gloriou s da y if , instea d o f 
ou r goin g aroun d beggin g fo r mone y fo r thes e 
institutions, w e coul d jus t si t i n a n offic e an d 
have me n sen d thei r checks . I  hav e go t tire d 
and sic k o f goin g t o me n an d beggin g fo r 
money. I  hop e th e Lor d o f Heave n wil l sti r 
up peopl e s o tha t the y wil l b e goin g aroun d 
to se e wher e the y ca n inves t thei r money . 
T h e minister s ca n tel l them , fo r the y know , 
and yo u tha t hav e mone y ough t t o consul t 
them a s t o wha t i s th e bes t investmen t yo u 
can make . I  wan t t o b e ric h fo r eternity , 
no t fo r time . Bu t ho w blin d an d shortsighte d 
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men ar e tha t ar e seekin g t o b e ric h jus t fo r 
time. Me n accumulat e million s jus t t o mak e 
the wa y t o Hel l eas y fo r thei r children . I t i s 
almost sur e rui n fo r a  chil d t o b e lef t i n thi s 
world wit h mone y an d nothin g t o do . Yo u 
talk abou t th e youn g ladie s o f thi s cit y who m 
you cal l s o fortunat e becaus e the y hav e go t 
all th e mone y the y wan t an d hav e nothin g 
to do . I t i s unfortunate , I  tel l you , an d the y 
are ruined . I  pit y the m fro m th e botto m o f 
my heart . I t woul d b e fa r bette r i f the y hadn ' t 
a penny . "B e careful, " say s Paul , "tha t yo u 
maintain goo d works. " I t i s goo d advice . Le t 
us tak e it . 

B E ESTABLISHE D 

Now, wha t w e wan t i s t o hav e me n es -
tablished. I  hav e bee n connecte d fo r fifteen 
years — at leas t befor e I  starte d ou t o n thi s 
preaching tour—wit h a  mission Sunda y school , 
and I  hav e notice d this , tha t th e teacher s wh o 
are a t th e Sunda y schoo l fifty-tw o Sunday s i n 
the year are constantl y reaping . Thos e teacher s 
who ar e no t constantl y established , an d ar e 
only i n Sunda y schoo l abou t si x months , an d 
then giv e u p discouraged , an d i f ther e i s 
something bette r offere d giv e u p thei r place , 
they neve r succeed . Wha t w e wan t i s t o b e 
established i n ever y wor d an d work , an d le t 
us tak e u p thi s wor d an d wor k an d d o i t 
thoroughly, an d God' s Wor d ha s gon e ou t 
that w e shall reap i f we fain t not . 

I wa s ver y muc h intereste d som e tim e ag o 
in a  youn g lad y wh o live d i n th e city . I 
don't kno w he r name , o r I  hav e forgotte n it . 
She wa s abou t t o g o t o Chin a a s th e wif e o f 
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a missionar y o n hi s wa y t o a  heathe n field. 
She ha d a  larg e Sunda y schoo l clas s i n th e 
city an d succeede d i n bringin g a  blessin g 
upon man y o f he r scholar s throug h he r ef -
forts. Sh e wa s ver y anxiou s t o ge t someon e 
who would look afte r he r littl e flock an d tak e 
care o f the m whil e sh e wa s gone . Sh e ha d a 
brother wh o wa s no t a  Christian , an d he r 
heart wa s se t o n hi s bein g converte d an d 
taking he r plac e a s leade r o f th e class . Th e 
young ma n refuse d t o accep t Christ , bu t 
away i n he r close t alon e sh e pleade d wit h 
God tha t he r brothe r migh t b e converte d 
and tak e he r place . Sh e wante d t o reproduc e 
herself, and that i s what ever y Christian ough t 
to d o — get somebod y els e converte d t o tak e 
up you r work . Well , th e las t mornin g came , 
and aroun d th e famil y altar , a s th e momen t 
drew nea r fo r th e lady' s departur e (an d the y 
did no t kno w whe n the y shoul d se e he r 
again), th e fathe r brok e down , an d th e bo y 
went upstairs . Jus t befor e sh e lef t fo r th e 
train, th e bo y cam e down , an d puttin g hi s 
arms aroun d hi s sister' s neck , sai d t o her , 
"My dea r sister , I  wil l tak e you r Saviou r fo r 
mine, an d I  wil l tak e car e o f you r clas s fo r 
you," an d th e youn g ma n too k he r class ; an d 
the las t I  hear d o f hi m h e wa s fillin g he r 
place. Ther e wa s a  young lad y establishe d i n 
good work . When sh e lef t her e sh e go t some -
one to carry i t on . 

Let me say to you youn g converts who hav e 
just commence d a  Christia n life , find  som e 
work t o d o fo r th e Master . G o ou t int o th e 
vineyard a t onc e an d ge t som e wor k t o do . 
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Just persevere , an d i f yo u don' t se e th e frui t 
pretty near , an d th e wor k doesn' t see m t o 
prosper, g o righ t on . Thos e Christian s tha t 
get discourage d an d disheartened , Go d neve r 
uses, an d Hi s kingdo m i s neve r buil t u p 
through them . Wha t w e wan t i s goo d cour -
age t o persevere . 

USE YOU R TALENT S 

T u r n t o Matthe w 5:16 : "Le t you r ligh t s o 
shine befor e men , tha t the y ma y se e you r 
good works , an d glorif y you r Fathe r whic h i s 
in heaven. " No w th e eye s o f th e whol e Chris -
tian worl d are , upon Ne w Yor k a t th e presen t 
time. The y ar e lookin g t o se e jus t wha t yo u 
Christians ar e goin g t o do , an d i f th e wor k 
stops now , don' t sa y i t wil l b e ou r fault . M y 
dear friends , i t wil l b e you r own . Ther e ha s 
been n o fals e excitemen t here . W e hav e jus t 
preached th e Gospel . T o b e sure , w e hav e 
done i t poorly , bu t i t ha s bee n th e sam e ol d 
Gospel. W e hav e jus t hel d u p Chris t t o th e 
people, an d i f thi s wor k stops , bea r i n min d 
that i t wil l b e you r ow n faul t tha t yo u hav e 
not take n i t u p an d carrie d i t on . Thousand s 
in thi s audienc e hav e go t jus t a s muc h abilit y 
and talen t a s I  hav e o r a s Mr . Sanke y has , i f 
you woul d onl y us e it . Al l yo u hav e t o d o i s 
to brin g ou t you r talent s tha t hav e lai n dor -
mant an d us e them . 

God hold s yo u responsibl e fo r you r influ -
ence. Us e whateve r influenc e yo u hav e an d 
bring i t t o bea r upo n you r friend s an d upo n 
those wit h who m yo u ar e acquainted , an d d o 
everything you ca n jus t t o let you r ligh t shine ; 
and le t m e say , Kee p ou t o f th e world . Bu t 
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you sa y you ar e i n th e world . Yo u ma y b e i n 
the worl d bu t no t o f it , jus t a s a  shi p i s i n 
the wate r bu t no t o f it . Th e momen t th e 
water begin s t o ge t int o th e ship , i t sinks . 
You ar e i n th e world : don' t le t th e worl d b e 
in you. That i s the difference . 

I wan t t o spea k o f on e thin g tha t ha s 
cheered m e beyon d measur e sinc e comin g 
here, an d tha t i s the spiri t o f unity . W e hav e 
not hear d a  wor d abou t denomination s sinc e 
I hav e bee n here . Thank s b e t o God , w e ar e 
bound u p i n one bundle , and th e moment w e 
understand eac h othe r a  littl e bette r w e shal l 
be abl e t o d o greate r work , an d th e host s o f 
Hell wil l not prevai l agains t us. 
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
